Content (Syllabus outline):

Predmet je deljen na dva vsebinska podrocja.
Studenti poslusajo najprej vsebine s podrogja
pedagogike, nato z andragogike. Lo¢eno
opravljajo dva delna izpita, izpit iz pedagogike
in izpit iz andragogike, skupna ocena obeh
delnih izpitov je zaklju¢na ocena predmeta
Pedagogika z andragogiko.

Students take two
separate examinations, one in pedagogy and
one in andragogy, and the joint grade from
these two exams constitutes the final grade for
the subject Pedagogy with Andragogy.
